Aim: What kind of monarchy developed in France under the Bourbon Monarchs?

I – Bourbon Dynasty – 1589 A.D. - 1650 A.D.

A. Founded by King Henry IV of France

B. Protestants and Catholics fought a series of wars in the 16th century

C. Age of Crisis – 1560 A.D. – 1650 A.D – This was the period of time during the religious wars between protestants and Catholics. At the time:

· Economic problems existed (trade declined)

· European wars were taking place

· Jews and women were accused of being witches and were used as scapegoats for problems

D. 1572 A.D. – St. Bartholomew’s Massacre – Thousands of Protestants were murdered by Catholics

E. Edict of Nantes – 1589 A.D. – Henry IV allowed French Protestants (Huguenots – Calvinists) to worship freely but made France a Catholic country

F. Henry’s son Louis XIII takes over

1. He named Cardinal Richeliue his advisor. Richeliue had great power and worked hard to reduce the power of the Huguenots and nobles. 

· He wanted to create a strong centralized monarchy

II – Louis XIV – 1643 A.D. – 1715 A.D.
A. Came to the throne as a young boy (4 years of age) and became the most famous Bourbon King of all time

B. He ruled for 72 years – longest rule in European history

C. He was nicknamed the “Sun King”

D. French culture, language, diplomacy, and wars dominated western Europe

E. Two key political ideas:

1. Absolutism – Under this type of rule, Louis would be a strong ruler and have absolute control over his country

2. Divine Right of Kings – This said that kings were only responsible to god (similar to the mandate of heaven) - Louis received the right to rule from heaven
· “L’etat c’est moi” – I am the state

F. Palace of Versailles – A palace located outside of Paris in which the government operated. The building was also a home to thousands of nobles.

· It would cost two billion dollars to build today

· It took 36,000 builders to create

1. Mercantilism – Dealing with the economy – Jean Colbert dealt with Paris’s economics 


a. The prosperity of a nation depended upon large amounts of gold and silver

b. Favorable balance of trade; mostly exports – country should be self-sufficient

c. Colonies existed only for he benefit of the mother country

· The colonies were a market for the mother country to get raw materials from and sell manufactured goods to

d. The state should play an active role in economic affairs

G. Louis XIV’s Legacy – Overall, Louis had a bad rule: Debt, many enemies, and high taxes on poor were problems

Aim: How was the 30-year war different from prior European wars?
I – The 30-Year War – 1618 A.D. – 1648 A.D.

*Fits into the age of crisis

A. Most serious war between Catholics and Protestants

B. Cause – Protestants princes in Germany resisted the rule of the Catholic Hapsburg Monarch (The Hapsburg empire included Austria, Spain, and parts of Germany.) Hapsburg Monarchs sent 2 officials into Germany to try to close down some Protestant churches.

· Protestants through the 2 officials out a window 75 feet above the ground

· Catholics say that divine intervention (angels) saved the officials

· The Protestants claimed that the pile of cow manure in which the officials landed on cushioned their fall

C. Every European country except for England participated in the war

· A lot of fighting took place in Germany, therefore hurting the economics there

D. Treaty of West Phalia:

· Calvinism was recognized as a major religion

· It allowed for more religious freedom in Germany

· France become the strongest country in Europe and Germany weakened

· Hapsburg failed to conquer German

II – Austria
A. Maria Theresa – She inherited the throne to the Hapsburg empire at 23 years of age

B. The Pragmatic Sanction – Her father, Charles VI, - convinced other European leaders to allow for his daughter to rule. Under Maria’s rule:
· Austria got stronger

· Trade increased

· The central government was strengthened

1. Maria had 16 children – Marie Antoinette, one of the 16, was eventually beheaded

III - Prussia 

A. Was the most powerful city state in Germany

B. Ruled by the Hohenzollern family

· Said that “Prussia is not a country with an army, it is an army with a country”

C. Frederick the Great Elector – He created a strong loyal army

D. Followed by his son Frederick the Great – Makes Prussia a major military power in Europe

· He rejected the Pragmatic Sanction and attacked Austria

Aim: How Spain and England compete in the 16th century?

I – Spain
A. Before 1500 A.D., Spain was divided into many city states

· Aragon and Castille were the two most powerful

B. In the 1460’s A.D., Spain united it’s city states into one nation

· Isabella of Castille and Ferdinand of Aragon married and united their city states giving Spain a strong central government

C. 1492 A.D. – Spain started to explore the “New World” (Columbus) – Americas – Spain was after the 3 G’s:

· Gold

· Glory

· God

· Other famous explorers of Spain include Magellan, Cortez, Pizarro,

· From 1500 A.D. – 1540 A.D., Spain controlled Spain, Holland, Austria, parts of Germany, and the Americas (This was all part of the Hapsburg empire) 

· Gold and silver – The colonies established during the period of exploration were markets for products manufactured by the mother country

II – Philip II – 1556 A.D. 1598 A.D.

A. Citizens were devout Catholics under his rule (into their religion)

B.  A powerful leader – Was an absolute ruler with his power coming from god

C. Jews and Muslims were threatened, expelled, tortured, and even killed during the Spanish inquisition

· Muslims were know as Moors

III – Tudor Dynasty – 1485 A.D. – 1603 A.D.
A. Brought unity to England making it a strong country

B. Run by a limited monarchy – The king didn’t have absolute power; parliament and the courts were able to limit his rule

C. King Henry VIII – He broke away from the Catholic Church

D. Mary I – She was famous Catholic ruler (She burned protestants at the stake) – When she died, her half sister, Elizabeth took over

E. Elizabeth I – 1558 A.D. – 1603 A.D. – She is pro-protestant

· She said: “I will have but one mistress, but no master.”

· There was a golden age during her rule

· England prospered – Art and science (Shakespeare) 

· Philip II sent the Spanish Armada (130 ships and 33,000 men) after Elizabeth when she refused to marry him

· England won using strategy since they were outnumbered

· Results: Spain declined in power, and England became stronger

Aim: How was England transformed during the chaotic 17th century?

I – Stuart Dynasty 1603 A.D. – 1649 A.D.

A. It replaced the Tudors (Elizabeth I)

B. James I believed in absolute rule and divine right of kings

C. He did not respect democratic tradition, and he fought with parliament over raising money and imprisoning people unfairly

D. Charles I – Stuart and Catholic

1. Conflict with parliament over the question of where power would be centered – Parliament or in the Monarchy?
2. 1628 A.D. – Petition of Right – In exchanger for parliament granting more revenue for the king, Charles I agreed to limit the power of the monarchy, Charles took the money, and more power was given to the parliament and they ruled (Charles took the money to fight a war)
3. Long Parliament – 1640 A.D. – 1660 A.D. – Puritans (people against Charles I) in parliament took control and limited the power of the king
II – English Civil War – 1642 A.D. – 1645 A.D.

A. Fought between supporters of Charles I (Cavaliers) and supporters of the parliament (Roundheads) 

B. The roundheads, led by Oliver Cromwell, won

III – The Puritan Revolution – 1642 A.D. – 1660 A.D.

A. 1649 A.D. – Charles I is beheaded for being a traitor

B. Oliver Cromwell established the English Common Wealth and became a military dictator

IV – Stuart Restoration – 1660 A.D. – 1688 A.D.
A. Charles II (Son of I) was called back from France and became a leader

B. He acknowledged the rights of parliament (His rule was known as the merry monarch)

C. Next, James II took over

1. Ultra Catholic

2. He believed in the Diving right of kings

D. Parliament invited James II’s daughter and her Dutch husband William to come to England and become king and queen

E. 1688 A.D. – 1689 A.D. – Glorious Revolution  - James II was kicked out and William and his wife took over. Results:

· Parliament got stronger
· The bill of rights was passed – It guaranteed all citizens freedom and liberty, and a trial by jury
· The power of the king went down, and he needed to ask parliament before making any actions

Aim: How did the scientific thought change during the 1600’s?

I – View Before the Scientific Revolution

A. Before 1600 A.D., scientific thought was based on beliefs in magic, mysticism, and the ideas of Greek thinkers like Aristotle

B. Geocentric View – Earth was thought to be at the center of the universe and the sun and other planets, thought to have revolved around it

· There were 10 separate spheres, which were the planets, and beyond there was heaven, also know as firmament

· It was believed that angels kept the spheres in perfect circles

· *During the middle ages, science was secondary to religion, so religious interpenetrations of the universe were made

· The universe was finite (ending)

II – Scientific Revolution – 17th and 18th Centuries
A. Nicolas Copernicus – A mathematician from Poland

1. He believed in a heliocentric universe – Earth revolves around the sun at the center of the universe

2. He used the scientific method to test different theories of the universe

3. He is persecuted by the church for his ideas, and they never get published

B. Galileo Galilee:

1. An Italian Catholic astronomer and mathematician

2. First European to use a telescope

3. Supported the heliocentric model

4. He discovered moons revolving around the planets

5. He realized that the universe was composed of substances similar to earth

· This attacked the churches ideas, and they arrested him

*Scientific thought became more popular in England, France, and Holland by the end of the revolution

III – Sir Isaac Newton

A. A British mathematician and physicist

B. He explained how the universe operated

C. He came up with a set of universal laws, one being gravity. He said that every object in the universe was attracted to every other object by a form of energy called gravity.

· He created calculus (A form of math) just to explain his theories

Aim: How did scientific thought impact the political thought of Thomas Hobbes and John Locke?

I – Political Ideas
A. Advances in the scientific revolution, particularly Newton’s ideas, led to political philosophers to believe that if the universe could be understood through systematic laws and reason, so could human society and government

· Natural Law - The ability to create a government for humans

II – Thomas Hobbes – 1640’s

A. English political philosopher

· Affected by the events of the English civil law (e.g. When Charles I got beheaded)

B. State of nature – A world in which humans live without a government (a place of anarchy)

C. People are essentially selfish, self interested, and violent (Competitive environment)

D. He recommended an absolute monarchy with a strong ruler, which could be an authority to keep people in line

E. In 1651 A.D., he published a book with his ideas, which was called Leviathan. In the book, he argued that a strong government is needed, otherwise life would be short, nast, and brutish.

· He suggested a “social contract” – In a social contract, you need to give up part of your freedom to an absolute monarchy who would then protect you in a violent world

· He said that people didn’t have the right to rebel against the government

III – John Locke
A. A British political philosopher

B. In 1690 A.D., he wrote “An Essay Concerning Human Understanding”, which said:

· All ideas are derived from experiences

· The human mind at birth is like a blank slate (Tabula rasa) on which the environment writes the individuals beliefs

· Human development is determined by education

C. 1690 A.D. he wrote Two Treaties of Government which said:

1. People are essentially good

2. He also favored a constitutional government where all of the political power came from the consent of the governed (the citizens)

3. He believed in social contracts and that people are born with natural rights (Life, liberty, and property)

D. Hw favored a constitutional government, known as a democracy

E. He believed in a limited government – He said that the government cannot do everything, but that the people have an important role in decision making

· Political power came from the consent of the government

· If the government didn’t protect your natural rights, people would have the right to rebel and overthrow the government

*All of Locke’s writings were created after the glorious revolution and after the civil war

Aim: Why did Russia develop differently from other western European countries?

I – Russia

A. 1200 A.D. – 1700 A.D. – Russia was essentially isolated from most western European developments (e.g. – Renaissance, the crusades, the Protestant Reformation)

B. They developed a religion called eastern orthodox

C. Russia was ruled by an absolute monarchy – Ruled by a czar (like a dictator)

II – Ivan IV
A. He was known as “Ivan the Terrible”

B. Ivan crushed the Boyars (Russian nobles) because they were competition

III – Peter the Great – 1689 A.D. – 1725 A.D.
A. Six foot nine inches tall

B. He tried to modernize Russia and bring it into the mainstream of European civilizations

C. He traveled around western Europe and brought back ideas concerning trade, factories, and technology

D. He built a new capital and called it Saint Petersburg (located near the Baltic Sea)

· Petersburg was known as Russia’s window to the west

IV – Catherine the Great 1762 A.D. – 1796 A.D.
A. She was a strong Russian leader – Comparable to Elizabeth I

B. Excellent foreign policy  - She expanded Russia’s borders to the south and west. She also secured warm water ports on the Black Sea (Usable all year long)

C. There was a Golden Age during her rule, in which art prospered and was displayed at the Hermitage museum opened by Catherine

Aim: What factors helped the Enlightenment ideas to spread throughout Europe?

I – Enlightenment – 1688 A.D. – 1780 A.D.

A. The Enlightenment was also know as the “Age of Reason”

B. It was sparked by the Renaissance, scientific revolution, and Locke

C. It began in western Europe, particularly France

D. Believers of the Enlightenment were known as Philosophes (Philosopher in French.) They believed in the following ideas:

1. Newton’s ideas – Natural laws govern the universe. Philosophers tried to find natural laws that could govern politics and human behavior

2. Locke’s ideas – Social contract and natural rights – People were capable of governing themselves

3. Freedom of speech

4. The right to criticize the government and religion along with the right to think and challenge

5. Education

6. Progress – The world can be improved (this was an optimistic view)

E. Salon – A wealthy person’s house used as a meeting place by philosophes

· Madame de Pompadour – She had the most famous salon in France 


II – French Philosophes

A. Voltaire – 1694 A.D. – 1778 A.D.

1. He was a critic of Christianity

2. Admired John Locke – Limited government

3. Deism – God created the universe, but the laws that run it can be understood by human beings

4. He favored freedom of speech

· “I may not agree with what you say, but I will defend to the death your right to say it.”

B. Montesquieu – 1689 A.D. 1755 A.D. – He wrote a famous book called The Spirit of Laws which discussed:

· His believe in separation of power and checks and balances

C. Dideroit:

1. He wrote the first encyclopedia which consisted of 28 volumes on world knowledge

2. He attacked Christianity

III – Enlightened Despotism
A. Fredrick the Great – He abolished torture and established elementary schools
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
